CORRESPONDENCE

United Utilities — Interruptions to water supplies in the area.

Clir R Roberts reported that further disruptions to water supplies had been experienced mostly from the Huxley area
due to the work that is being carried out by United Utilities while they digging up around Huxley and towards
Hargrave.

Peak Cluster — it was reported that details of phase one of the consultation for the proposed Peak Cluster project had
been circulate around the Parish Councillors and dates for the webinars were shared. Clir R Roberts reported on
the webinar that he attended for this event and posters advertising the consultation were to be put up on the Parish
Council's noticeboards.

CHALC Planning for the Future- it was reported that Cheshire Association of Local Council’s were undertaking a
survey of local councils in the Cheshire West and Chester area to find out if they had any plans for the future, how
devolution may affect the PC and impacts on income and what support may be needed. It was agreed that the Parish
Council felt it not appropriate to respond.
